Check for frayed or loose
cords and any odd smell. If a problem is detected, replace.

Supervise children around the stove and microwave.

Candles should be out of reach of children and pets, curtains and fuffiture.
Never leave candles unattended.

Perform annual inspection of furnace or heating system.
